M Corner

Jim's Technical Tip

Coolant Level in the Model A

It is best to check the coolant level in your radiator when the
engine is cold, before you set off on a drive. At this time
(because coolant contracts when cold and expands when hot)
the proper coolant level is about a 3" or so above the top of
the tubes in the upper tank. The coolant should not be above
the baffle in the upper tank when cold. That's too much and
the excess will just be blown out later when the engine is hot
and you are running down the road.

It's hard to see the coolant level when cold, because the
baffle is in the way. Use a flashlight to look in through the
filler neck, and to the left or right of the baffle, to see the
coolant level. If you can't see the tubes through the coolant,
use a disposable wooden stir stick (like the ones they put out
at coffee shops to stir your coffee) as a dipstick in the filler
neck. 6o just to the side of the baffle until it touches the
bottom of the upper tank. When you withdraw the stick, look
for about 3” of coolant stain on the stick. Add some coolant
if low.

When checking the coolant when the engine is hot, after
you've driving for a time, you want to see the coolant very
close to or slightly over the baffle. Only add coolant if you
can't see any near the baffle in the upper tank, but don't
overfill (or it will just blow it out).
