Notes from Our Director

Sometimes life offers up a joyful happenstance. Jackie and I recently attended the 84t birthday party for Rex
White, the 1960 NASCAR Grand National Champion. Before he was 10-years-old Rex learned to drive in stock T
and A Model Fords. Only Fords. Other models were for “old folks.”

What turned out to be delightful were the real life stories as told by the likes of White, Charlie Mincey, Jack
Jackson, Eddie Spurlin, Gordon Pirkle and Marvin Mills. How they competed against one another on the race
track and yet remained friends over the years. How some of them ran moonshine through the mountains of North
Georgia and North Carolina. How they entertained themselves as teenagers by daring the local police and the
revenuers to catch them at every turn. How they raced through life. And how a few of them survived.

These stories have been documented. But to be able to sit in the same room, shoulder-to-shoulder with these
racing legends, along with a few of their younger counterparts, and to listen in on their reminiscing was to enjoy
snippets of a by-gone era.

Rex White built his own race cars. He was the first NASCAR driver to use weighted jack screws and developed
chassis designs that are still in use today. White didn’t invent racing but he seized it as a way to get out of a life of
poverty in Taylorsville, North Carolina eventually settling in Fayette County, Georgia. On 30 January 2015 he’ll be
inducted into the NASCAR Hall of Fame.

The “Moonshiners,” as they were called, would modify their Roadsters with high compression heads and employ
as many as three carburetors. A Roadster could haul 60 gallons of moonshine a night. But no matter what car they
drove the racers always came up with ways to improve their performance. They also shared their tools and their
knowledge. They helped each other. Those of us who carry on the antique car hobby do the same. It's a
wonderful heritage.

The latest trend to improve the A Model ride is to install an overdrive on the transmission. While an overdrive
won't increase speed it will reduce the strain on the engine. Many enthusiasts are willing to spend upwards of
$3,000 to allow their cars to travel at a sustained speed of, say, 55 mph but at 2,000 rpms. The engine runs quieter
and with less vibration.

A counter argument maintains that “this wasn’t Henry’s intent; overdrive ain’t natural.” This is true in that A
Model overdrives didn’t come into general use until the 1970s. European cars began featuring them in the 1950s.
But who's to say that an enterprising racer or a back yard mechanic didn’t employ this technology at an earlier
time? The idea had to come from somewhere.

We all want our cars to run better but it seems to be that the stock antique automobile might not be the standard of
our hobby. Improvements such as high compression heads, alternators, 12-volt electrical and electronic ignition
systems, hydraulic brakes, AC, overdrive, etc. have morphed the very foundation of our hobby. Many tours now
include a leg or more on an interstate highway.

It remains to be seen as to how many of us simply want to enjoy a slower pace of travel through the rolling

countryside or how many of us want to outrun our past. ~ Larry

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A Temperature Gauge!

by Tom Endy

The Model A Ford did not come equipped with a
temperature gauge. Knowing the water temperature
is very important as you can then take steps to avoid
overheating the engine. Early in the Model A era
an accessory radiator cap was offered that
incorporated a thermometer on the top of the cap,
visible from the driver’s seat. If the early attempt
was inaccurate, the repos are even worse. The
temperature probe associated with the thermometer
is not actually immersed in water. It is located
above the radiator baffle and is at best measuring
only steam and an occasional splash of water.

For an accurate measurement of the water, a probe
for a temperature gauge should be inserted into the
water as it is leaving the engine. This is best
accomplished by placing it in the water outlet
casting that bolts to the top front of the head. Water
is entering this casting from the head on its way to
the top of the radiator. The water at this point is
about as hot as it is going to get. (Water boils at
212° at sea level).

Accessory temp gauges can be either mechanical or
electrical. The mechanical type is best suited for a
Model A. Electrical temp gauges are only available
in 12 volts. If a Model A has a 12 volt system the
electrical type can be used, however you will need
to figure a way to shut off power to the gauge as
turning the ignition key off won’t do it.

Most mechanical temp gauges on the market come
with a six-foot length of mechanical cable that
cannot be altered. Therefore the trick is to mount
the gauge in a location on the dash that will allow
for adequate routing of the cable between the gauge
and the probe. A variety of temperature gauges are
readily available from most auto parts dealers.

It is also a good idea to install a thermostat in the
water system. Most Model A suppliers carry them.
They come in 160° and 180° temperatures and
mount inside the water hose just above the water
outlet casting on top of the head. The thermostat
will bring the water temperature up to the proper
operational temperature (either 160° or 180°%)
quickly and will maintain it there. ©

The Tech Corner

A 1%-inch SunPro mechanical temperature
gauge is installed with a custom made bracket up
under the dash rail of a 1931 Victoria.

The little switch in the upper right corner of the
bracket is a momentary push button switch
wired to the ammeter that will give you a quick
peek at the gauge while driving at night.

The six-foot mechanical cable is routed from the
gauge to the Dan Eubanks reproduction water
outlet casting that has been cast with a temp
gauge boss and has been drilled and tapped for
your favorite size pipe fitting. Dan locates the
fitting on the side of the casting to accommodate
an overhead valve head installation. (Dan
Eubanks 626-827-4004).
