Jim’s Technical Tip of the Month

by MAFCA's Technical Director, Jim Cannon

Have a Slant Window?
Need More Front Seat Leg Room?

This tip only applies to those of you that drive a 1931 Slant Wind-
shield Fordor or Town Sedan style vehicle. Sorry!

If you need more leg room up front, remove the bottom seat
cushion to work through there. Remove the 4 screws that hold the
front seat latch mechanism down to the floor. You may have to
slide the seat forward or back to see them all. Look under the front

carpet.

With the screws out, slide the front seat assembly back about 4
inches, so that the front 2 holes on the latch line up with the rear 2
holes in the floor. Put 2 screws in there. Put the other 2 screws in
the front holes in the floor, just to fill the holes. Put the bottom
seat cushion back in, and you now have 4 more inches of leg room!

The seat assembly will partly block the rear doors when it is all the
way back. Just slide it forward to let your rear seat passengers in,

then slide it back to get the leg room you need.
